Procedures for Scheduling or Hosting a Coach Education Course

Since 2005 NMYSA has provided a free coaching education program to its member leagues. Each league will receive one free coaching course for each vote that they hold at the Annual General Meeting. The courses that are available at no cost are:

Youth Module 1

Youth Module 2

E License

Goalkeeping Level 1

Goalkeeping Level 2

Special Topics Course

The D License course will be offered at no cost; however leagues will be required to use two votes to request the course.

The application process to host these courses is as follows:

1) Review the courses and course descriptions to determine which courses would benefit the coaches in your league most.

2) Fill out the course request form (all forms are available on the forms page of our website at www.nmysa.net). On this form you will need to provide potential dates for the course. You should try to be flexible with your dates since many leagues request courses at the same time and we have a limited number of instructors available. Feel free to contact Joshua Groves at the NMYSA office to find out what dates are available prior to submitting the application.
3) Submit your application form to the NMYSA office at least 45 days prior to your preferred dates. The earlier you request the course the better the chance that we will be able to accommodate your preferred dates.
4) On receipt of your application the coaching department will attempt to schedule instructors for the course and will contact the person requesting the course to confirm that the course will go ahead.
Other important information regarding hosting a course:

1) All candidates must register for the course through the NMYSA website.
2) Applications must be received in the office 7 days prior to the scheduled course. Courses that have not reached the minimum candidate requirement 7 days prior to the start date will be cancelled.
3) The league requesting the course is responsible for providing appropriate fields and classroom facilities for the course.

4) The league is also responsible for providing youth players at certain field sessions to aid in the presentation of the course material.
5) The league is also responsible for providing an overhead projector and projector screen for the classroom sessions during the course.
