Hello Registrars and Administrators!
LeagueOne has completed new system enhancements that we think you will be excited about.  Listed below are a summary of those enhancements.  In addition, there have been some recent changes to US Youth Soccer’s “Player and Playing Rules” and to some of the Region IV procedures as well.  As such, NMYSA has updated our Policies and Procedures where necessary to incorporate those changes.  Below is a summary of those changes.
LeagueOne 

Event Rosters are now available from the LeagueOne system.  If you have a situation where you need to roster players from two or more teams, you can do so with this new enhancement.  For instructions on using this new feature, see the attachment.
The NMYSA Membership Forms are now available from the team screen on LeagueOne.  If you select “print rosters”, there is an additional option in the drop down, “Membership Forms”.  If you select this option, the system will allow you to print the individual NMYSA Membership Forms with the player data pre-populated.
LeagueOne has a new enhancement available for league and tournament game scheduling, scoring and standings.  If you are interested in this product, please let us know.  Our Board of Directors will be voting on the purchase of this new product soon.

Region IV
Region IV has completely done away with “proof of age” document credentialing at tournaments.  The only exception to this rule will be for New Mexico State Cup.  We however must always verify a “proof of age” document at the time of the player’s initial registration.  The League or Club registrar’s verification at the original registration becomes the permanent record.
Region IV has also voted on a new “Interstate Permission” form to be used by all Region IV states for relocations during the season, registering in a state other than the resident state, declaring another state as your ODP state and for guest playing with a team outside of your resident state.  The new form is available on our website under the forms section.
US Youth Soccer
International Clearances – The USSF and USYSA have agreed that the adherence to the Federation’s International Clearance requirements is the responsibility of the player.  As such, the wording for International Clearances has been changed to:
Rule 207.  INTERNATIONAL CLEARANCES

Section  1.  The Federation and FIFA have international clearance requirements and procedures for players coming to United States to play soccer.  Consult the Federation about those requirements and procedures.

Section  2. The failure of a player to obtain the international clearance or to follow the procedures Referred  to in section 1 of this rule does not affect the player’s eligibility in regard to any USYSA program or activity, or any program or activity of a member of USYSA, unless the Federation provides otherwise.
USYSA has also changed the definition of “Youth Player” to “Youth Player means an individual who is an amateur player and who has not reached 19 years of age prior to August 1 immediately before the start of any seasonal year. A player who reaches 19 years of age during a seasonal year is allowed to complete that seasonal year. A player who reaches 19 years of age during August of one seasonal year shall be allowed to complete all of the next seasonal year.”
